When the
Old Kirsgdom fell at the and of the Sixth Dynasty, the emples of
Bue-bastis Were neglected and collapsad, and the tombs Were ex.
posed to usurpation .

In the Middle Kingdom { 2055 - 1650 BC ), the city of Bu-
bastis revived and Prospered , This is indicased by the remains of
a vast Palace includig Larg hypostyle hall and a cemetery com.
pleex of the mayors . Many Granite blocks were found in the
great eemple of Bastet inscribed with the anmes of Amenermhat 1,
Senusret 1 and Senusrat 111, which suggests that the temple was
erected in this Period . The remaing of this Period indicate an oe-
derly and Prosperopes community . Even though Bubastis was
not the capotal of a Nome or district itself, bout it belonged o the
Helippolitan Nome ( 13 th Nome of Lower Egypt ) .

The ansient city of Bubastis was revived and Prospered Dur-
ing the New Kingdom ( 1569 - 1081 BC ), which can be ded
wced from the rebuilding and the enlargement of the great temple
of the Goddess Pastet , the 1ombs of the high officials and the
Precious anifaces of a rich and Prosperous society . As a rasult of
the revival of the city and the increase of its Population | it be-
came the capital of its northern Part Known an the Eighteenth
Nome of Lower Egypt , The city of Bubastis reachedits highest
Prmpcl_'ilj' in the Late Period . It seems that during the 22 - 23
Dymasties { 931 - 711 BC ) , Bubastis became the capital of the
whola of Egypt .

Kufur Nigm

Tell kufur Nigm , 30 km . northeast of Zagazig was one of the
oSt importan hapitation sites which emereged nin the eastern
Part of the Dela since the Lase Predynastic Period ( ¢ . 3500 -
JI50BC).

The excavation of Zagezig University found larg part of the
proto - E arly Dynastic cemetery contained many graves of dif-
ferent 1ypes . The box Potery coffins were most distinguished,
masly exch contxin many Powery vessels, stone vessels of schist

and alabaster, toilet and Jewelry objecs . Many of all Pouery
yeesels were bearilng pot marks . Above one of a large store jar
the Narmer's name within a Serckj surmounted by Horus,on a
Potsherd the chisel sign insida the Serekh, and on some Pots-
herds, Serekh Signs Were Found . _
At a deeper level than the level of the Proto- Early Dynastic
raves. it was found remains of mud brick walls of a senlement
which indicated that the site had been inhabited as early as the
Late Predynastic . While it was found o a higher level than the
level of Proto- Early Dynastic cemetery some earthen graves,
most Probably dated 1o the Lae Roman Period .

Excavations of Tell Basta and Kufur Nigm

Since the year 1978, the University of Zagazig is undertaking
an ambitious Project aiming a1 the safeguarding, conservation,
and 10 clarify by systematic excavations 'What is Left of the an-
cient wown Bubastis in order 1o complete our Knowledge of the
history of the mian wwn sill Partly Kep: from destruction in the
heavily Populmed estern Par of the Delta . Many important ar-
chacological discoveries Were found. This Project is undertaken
under the Supervisor of Protf, Dr. Mchamed 1. Bakr. The archac-
ological expedition of Zagazig University has also Conducted an
excavation at Kufur Nigm since 1984, It is considered the first
scientific and systematic excavation at this site. Large number of
tombs and architectural features of the Late Predynastic - Early
Drynastic Period Were found .

_ The ruins of Tell Basta lie 10 the east of the city of El - Zaga.
zig. mark the Place of the ancient city Per - Baster , The
house of Baset , ( the Greek Bubastis ) ,

the Cay - goddess Bastet, the Local deity of Bubastis reached
national Prominence in the Old Kingdom ( 2687 - 2668 BC 1)
Bubastis developed quickly during the O1d Kingdom and became
mﬁjﬂf c:;ll:r in 1l11= Eastern Delta since it was believed that it
erected a temple for the goddess Bastet indicared b e
blocks bearing the names of Khufu, Khafra and Pepy, :Mp:tmm
Ples for the cult of reigning kings i.c. the Ka - emple of Pepy 1
and the Ka-temple of Teti, and two extensive cemeteries. The
owners of some tombs were bearing high-ranking titkes suggest-
